Classroom Expectations, policies, and Procedures
1.  Be prepared for class.

Be prepared for class with needed materials and computer.  BUT, more importantly, be prepared to work and seek assistance.  Be prepared to plan out your assignments and study schedule for the week. 

2.    Behave in a professional manner.

One of the important behaviors school helps to teach are behaviors and attitudes that will help you be successful in your career and in life. These behaviors are arriving on time to class, respectful behavior toward others, and willingness to follow school and classroom procedures.

3.  Use of technology:  computers, cell phones, ear buds

Technology is a tool to help in your learning so make sure you have your computer, charged, each day!  

Cell phones need to be out of sight unless you have spoken to one of the adults in the room.  

Music will be allowed if you have gotten permission by an adult in the classroom.  Music can not be a distraction to yourself or other students in the classroom.  We should not be able to hear what you are listening too. 
4.  Hallway pass privileges:

1. Speak to an adult first
2. Sign out on the form at the front of the room 

3. Take the pass and bring it back to adult

4. Do not take longer than 5 minutes

5. Testing, missed work, accessing SDIs
Testing:  You are encouraged to take your tests in the designated 11th/12th grade testing location. This is a typical post-secondary accommodation!  

Review for tests need to take place prior to the testing day.  You will not be able to receive reteaching during your testing period.  Extended testing time will not be award due to not being prepared for the assessment.  

Missed work:  Overall, you will be required to seek missed work from your teachers. I will assist you in organizing your work, helping set up a time frame to complete the work, and help to reteach material that I have knowledge about.  It is essential that you start to develop the confidence in speaking with teachers/professors/employers.  This is an excellent opportunity to gain practice with those skills. 

Accessing SDIs:  All of your accommodations in your IEP will be met.  If you come across any issues within any course within PHS, please speak to me immediately so we can address the issue immediately.  This is self-advocacy, which will be a helpful skill throughout your life.
